Once in the bottom of Bear Basin, we could see a much larger avalanche that looked to be 1-2 days old. Its
digointed crown was some 150ft wide, but it was hard to tell how deep it was, asits crown wasfairly far away
and partly blown back in. Parts of the dlide ran on the ground layer of facets but looked to be the result of wind
load.
