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This natural avalanche was observed in the afternoon around 1500. It was not seen earlier in the day and is
thought to occurred at some point after 1200. It was seen from a distance on Pioneer mountain. It occurred on an

E facing slope around 9600’ . Active wind transport was noted on the ridge line above the avalanche. It looked to
be around a R3-D2.
